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DAY 1: TRAVEL TO FRANCE

DAY 2: PARIS

collection of Spanish paintings. See masterpieces by Goya and Velazquez, including Las Meninas, 
considered by some art historians as the greatest canvas ever painted! 

 See the Monument to Alfonso XII as well as the Crystal Palace in the Parque del Retiro. 

 Free time for last-minute purchases in άaŀŘǊƛŘ ŘŜ ƭƻǎ !ǳǎǘǊƛŀǎέ and visit one of the most important 
Department Stores in Spain ά9ƭ /ƻǊǘŜ LƴƎƭŞǎέ. 

 Enjoy a farewell dinner with your Prometour Tour Director.
